The Red Room

Out and About

Cheddar Gorge and the caves of Wookey Hole are within a few miles, as is Wells with its astonishing gothic fronted cathedral, and the Tor of Glastonbury a little beyond. 





To the North lies the exciting city of Bristol, whilst just 25 minutes away to the East is the jewel in the crown, the World Heritage city of Bath. Also within a daytrip are Longleat, Laycock, the American museum, Stonehenge, and Stourhead.
